He appointed certain of the Levites to minister before the ark by 
giving     constant praise and thanks to the Lord God of Israel and 

by asking for His  blessings upon His people.      1Chronicles 16:4 

 
How important is it to express thankfulness? 

 

Evidently it was very important to God.  Going back into the Old 
Testament, we find God making provision for certain of His people 

to give constant praise and thanks to the Lord.  Early in the history 

the nation of Israel, God directed the people on how to worship and 
receive His blessings.  In 1 Chronicles 16 we find instruction on 

how the people were to express their thankfulness to God.  A part 

of that involved certain Levites who were designated as               
representatives of the people before God. 

 

Praise and thanksgiving should be a regular part of our routine, not 
reserved only for celebrations.  The apostle Paul encouraged the 

church in  Thessalonica to pray without ceasing. And in everything 

give thanks: for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus concerning 
you (5:16-17).   Praise God continually, and you will find that you 

wonôt take His blessings for granted.  Can you imagine praising and 

thanking God continually every day for everything that happens in 
your life? 

 

There are four significant aspects of thankfulness found in this   
passage in 1 Chronicles 1: (1) remembering what God has done, (2) 

telling others about it, (3) showing Godôs glory to others, and (4) 

offering gifts of self, time, and resources.  If you are truly thankful, 
your life will show it.  
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This year we will be encouraging you to read through the 

Bible using the Gideonôs reading  plan.
